LGN I
1. LGN internet utilization peaked at maximum capacity available (10mb) in January 2010
2. Sharp increase in the use of email, VoiP,  data sharing  and reduction in helpdesk incidents

3. LGN Hub providing hosting facilities for the following Re-Gov apps:
i. epopulation registry

ii. epensions

iii. Government Information Centre (1919)

iv. Government Internet Data Centre (GIDC)

v. Certificate Authority

vi. Lanka Gate

4. Government Internet Data Centre (GIDC) – 283 websites migrated and hosted @ LGN Hub

Undertaking parts of the Government Web Hosting project: Government Internet Data Centre (GIDC) project of ICTA has established webhosting facility for government organizations within the LGN network which is provided server space for the government agencies to host their websites free of charge. User connectivity has been established by the LGN project team who has the total control over LGN network.

5. LGN infrastructure being used to provide centralized BMD solution to citizens

Facilitation for Birth, Marriage, and Death certificate (BMD) issuance: LGN team helped to the BMD project in such a way that it is now available to obtain BMD certificates from any divisional secretariat situated in the Colombo district if the birth, marriage or death has occurred in the Colombo district. LGN infrastructure has enabled secure data communication for BMD project. 
6. LGN infrastructure being used for  providing eRevenue Licenses
7. LGN infrastructure being used for GovSMS – channel to provide eservices to citizens
8. Enabling email facility to Colombo District Divisional Secretaries to their Black berry phones

Enable Black Berry phone facility: Colombo GA purchased 15 Black Berry phones to all the Divisional Secretaries in Colombo District and requested LGN to make use of LGN emails with the black berry phones. LGN team configured the LGN email servers with Dialog Black Berry Server and the communication was established in August 2009.
9. LGN has provided network migrations for 46 sites
Network within LGN: 46 government organizations have been identified by ICTA for setting up firewalls in 2008 and 2009. With the consultation of LGN team of ICTA, it has successfully been migrated to the new setup of LAN in those 46 organizations by December 2009.
10. Accounts Data Sharing among Districts and Divisional Secretariats Chief Accountant and Accountants 
Accounts data and information sharing among district and divisional offices: As a pilot project, LGN team facilitated to establish the links between Nuwara Eliya District Secretariat with the Divisional Secretariats (Haguranketha, Walapane, Kotmale, Nuwara Eliya and Ambagamuwa) within the district. As a result, chief accountant at District Secretariat can access the information such as CIGAS Program Details, Pensions Data, Bank reconciliations, Income Statements, Maga Naguma (project), Gama Naguma (project) Details, G01 Public, Deposits, etc at the Divisional Secretariats and vice versa. As at December 2009, sharing information of 13 District Secretariats has been enabled through LGN. This facility enable where ever the Government Institute is geographically located, any data or information could be routed through securely and efficiently through the LGN.
11. Census Data Sharing among Department of Census & Statistics and District Units 
Enable data communication of the Department of Census & Statistics: Based on the strong request made by the Department of Census & Statistics, LGN team enabled the data communication among 13 numbers of district offices with the head office of the department through the LGN Network. 
12. Implementation of Certificate Authority

ICTA has set up a Certification Authority to facilitate trusted electronic communications within the Government of Sri Lanka. LGN Certificate Authority (LGNCA) is designed to facilitate the digital certificate requirements of public sector organizations in Sri Lanka. LGNCA will issue digital certificates to organizations after following a specified request validation and approval procedure.
